The following fail to stop offences have been included;
1. Fail to stop a mechanically propelled vehicle when required by constable / traffic warden
1. Driver of a vehicle fail to stop after road accident - give name and address of self and owner / vehicle details
1. Driver of a vehicle fail to stop after a road accident (recordable)
1. Fail to stop vehicle when directed by PC / traffic warden / traffic officer / CSO engaged in regulation of road traffic
1. Fail to stop vehicle for traffic survey when directed by constable / traffic warden / traffic officer

The date is based on the date of the original arrest not the date of the charge. A person maybe charged at different time to their arrest. The figure given is the number of custody records where the subject was arrested for one of the above offences and then later charged with that offence. This is based on custody records (if the record has multiple offences included only one will be counted.

2016 = 96
2017 = 58
2018 = 47
2019 = 51
2020 = 53
2021 - up to and including 31st Oct 2021 = 30
