How many times have any of the keywords “AnonIB” “Anon IB” or “Anonymous Image Board” appeared in crime reports/MO texts between January 1 2020 and December 31 2021?

For each offence please provide:

· What the alleged offence was.
· The date of when the alleged offence was recorded (the month is fine).
· A summary from the MO Text - I understand that redactions may need to be made to remove personal information.
· The age and sex (where known) of the complainant. 
· The outcome for the alleged offence, if known.

RESPONSE

After conducting a search for the terms “AnonIB”, “Anon IB” and “Anonymous Image Board”, through an MO keyword search, and through an Open, there were nil returns between January 1st 2020 and December 31st 2021.
